1. CHARACTER OF PATRONS. A method of operation of licensed premises, where 
the patronage of prostitutes, B Girls, sex deviates, hoodlums or others ^ 
of bad reputation is permitted or catered to, constitutes a violation of 
Subdivision ih of Rule 36 and will result in revocation proceedings, 

•BOOKS AND RECORDS. The Authority has permitted on-premises licensees to 
remove their books and records from the licensed premises to their account- 
ant's office for a period not to exceed seventy-two hours» Recent investi- 
gations indicate, however, that a number of such licensees are making 
questionable use of this permission in not having their books and records 
available on demand for inspection by representatives of the Liquor 
Authority, 

Effective immediately^ each on-premises licensee must maintain such 
books and records on the licensed premises at all times, except under the 
following circumstances: 

1. Where a licensee operating two or more premises has 
received permission to maintain central records pursuant 
to Rule 32o 

29   Where such records have to be produced in answer to a 
subpoena from a Court or governmental agency, . 

An industry conference will be scheduled to determine under what other 
conditions permission to remove books and records from the licensed premises may 
be hereafter grantedf 

3. CORPORATE RECORDS. On and after- November 1, 1959, where a corporation 
holds an on-premises license, a typewritten record of the names and address-, 
es of all officers, directors and stockholders must be maintained on the 
licensed premises at all times, available for inspection by any peace officer 
or authorized representative of the .Liquor Authority. Where there are more 
than ten stockholders, only the names and addresses of the three principal 
stockholders need be listed on such reeord6. 

k* VISIBILITY,' The provisions of Rule h3>  prescribing standards of visibility 
must be fully complied with both with respect to interior and exterior 
visibility c,
