APPLICATION FOR LIQUOR, WINE AND BEER LICENSE FOR RAILROAD CAR

Railroad companies may apply for license under any of the following options:

OPTION A: A railroad company may designate the specific cars which are to be licensed. Each such licensee shall cover
the car designated only and must be displayed in a conspicuous place in said railroad car. A schedule title
“Schedule A” must be submitted with such application showing for each car to be licensed, the identifying
number or name of the car; the type of car, such as dining car, club car, buffet car or other type of car in
which the alcoholic beverages will be sold; the train number to which said car is attached as indicated on the
regular time table of the company; and the point of departure and point of destination of said train. If this
application is being made by a company that operates dining or club or buffet cars on a road other than that
owned by the applicant, Schedule A should also show for such cars the name of such other railroad. This
information shall be furnished under the following headings:

OPTION B: A railroad company may apply for licenses for any or all of its scheduled trains leaving and entering New
York State. Such licenses may be kept in the office of the General Superintendent of the railroad company at
its principal terminal in New York State, and a certificate will be issued to the railroad company which must
be posted in every car in which alcoholic beverages are to be sold. The railroad company must apply for as
many licenses for each train as there are dining and club cats on such train. a schedule titled “Schedule B”
must be submitted with such application showing for each train to be licensed, the number of the train as
designated in the regular time table of the company; the type of each car in which alcoholic beverages will be
sold, such as dining car, club car, buffet car; the point of departure and the point of destination of said train.
Each train will be listed separately for each such car attached to such train. If this application is being made
by a company that operates dining, club or buffet cars on a road other than that owned by the applicant,
Schedule B should also show for such cars the name of such other railroad. The information shall be
furnished under the following headings:

SCHEDULE B

OPTION C: A railroad company may apply for a license for any of its unscheduled trains operating in New York State. A
separate bond in the penal sum of $1000 shall be filed for each railroad car license applied for. Such license
shall cover only one train at any one time, but may be transferred to any other unscheduled train of the
railroad company without further consent of the Authority. The license or a facsimile thereof must be
displayed in a conspicuous place in the railroad car whenever alcoholic beverages are for sale therein and at all
other times it must be kept in the office of the General Superintendent of the railroad company at its
principal terminal in New York State. The railroad company shall maintain a record of all trains using the
said license and the dates of such use.
